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The Long Eaton Conservation Areas 

Townscape Heritage Initiative is an exciting

and innovative project, which seeks to 

revitalise Long Eaton’s historic centre

through the repair, reinstatement and 

conservation of the town’s heritage.

The Townscape Heritage Initiative will 

promote and encourage investment in 

underused and neglected historic buildings.

This will have two benefits by helping to 

retain and reinforce the local identity and 

distinctiveness, and to increase investor 

confidence in Long Eaton’s economic vitality.

The Townscape Heritage Initiative comprises

of four funding avenues from the Heritage 

Lottery Fund, the Derbyshire Economic 

Partnership, Erewash Borough Council, and

the private investment from owners and 

tenants of eligible buildings. The funding

available for the scheme is:

Heritage Lottery Fund £   957,000

Derbyshire Economic £   895,000

Partnership

Erewash Borough Council      £  257,250

Private contributions £   522,000

Total funding £2,631,250

So what happens to the money?

• £527,310 of the public funding is 

available for public realm projects - 

these are the Lime Grove and Market 

Place environmental improvements.

What is the process?

• £1,581,940 is available in the form of 

grants to tenants and owners of 

commercial properties within the Long 

Eaton Conservation Areas. 

• Tenants and owners of commercial 

buildings can apply for a grant towards 

the cost of building repairs, and 

reinstatement of architectural detail.

• The grant that can be applied is for up 

to 67% of eligible costs. Tenants and 

owners must contribute 33% of the 

cost of work.

• The grant has to be approved before 

work starts on site.

• The grant is paid to the applicant on 

completion of works, subject to the 

works meeting the standard specified 

in the grant offer letter. 

• The grant is paid to the owner/tenant 

and is based on a receipted invoice 

from the contractor. The grant can be 

paid in stages for large projects, or at 

the end of small projects.

Brief description of proposed work:
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The decision

The grant application is considered by a 

Steering Group, which meets every two months. 

Erewash Borough Council Members are joined

by six local organisations who send 

representatives to the meetings where they 

consider the project applications and their 

potential impact. In addition to local groups

being part of the decision making process, local

schools are involved in Heritage Study Days,

which are provided through the Townscape 

Heritage Initiative. Students are given the 

opportunity to appraise grant applications at the

end of an intensive training day. The students

then provide feedback on their appraisal of the

project for the Steering Group to bear in mind

during their decision.

What is eligible work?

Category one: Building repair

Eligible repairs may include:

• General structural repairs

• Re-roofing and high level repairs

• Chimney repairs

• Leadwork

• Cast iron rainwater goods

• Masonry repairs

• Windows, doors and external joinery

• External works, e.g. retaining walls, 

boundary walls and/or railings

Category two: Reinstatement of architectural 

details

Eligible reinstatements may include:

• Ornamental masonry 

• Joinery to historic patterns

• Ornamental metalwork such as balconies, 

canopies and finials

• Roofing in natural materials

• Boundary walls and/or railings

• Cast iron rainwater goods

• Traditional shopfront

Professional fees, for example architectural fees,

structural surveys, planning applications, and

site investigations are eligible costs.

Grants to property owners

Two large Townscape Heritage Initiative projects

are now on site in the town centre, after the

owners successfully applied for a 67% grant 

towards the cost of repair work. Look out for the

Heritage Lottery Funded project banners that will

indicate work on site being funded through the

Long Eaton Townscape Heritage Initiative. Four

more applications are expected , and it is hoped

that there will be two exciting new shopfronts

completed by the summer. 

The first building project that will be completed

through the Long Eaton Townscape Heritage 

Initiative will be the ground floor of York 

Chambers, which was formally Sandra’s Café at

40 Market Place. The property was originally

built as Midland Counties District Bank by 

architects Gorman and Ross and is a listed

building. The architects were also responsible

for the listed building that is home to Long Eaton

library on Tamworth Road. 

The ground floor will be reopening shortly as

The Rendezvous Café, serving a range of

freshly cooked homemade meals, including

breakfast, lunch and afternoon tea. 

Inside the café, customers will be surprised by

the décor of the original bank. Many of the 

original features of this 1901 building were 

hidden under years of panelling and wallpaper.

The interior is a hidden treasure, which the

Townscape Heritage Initiative is proud to have

uncovered. 

Can you apply?

Question 1:

Are you within the eligible area boundary?

(check the map on the opposite page)

Question 2:

Do you own or lease a commercial property

within the boundary?

Question 3:

Is the property in need of repairs or building

improvements, such as a shopfront?

If you answer ‘YES’ to the three questions

above, these are the next steps:

Step 1: Before you apply - Submit an 

Expression of Interest form. 

Step 2: Initial contact - Contact the Project 

Officer for a discussion about your proposed

works.

Step 3: Full application - Draw up a plan and 

obtain three like-for-like quotes.

Step 4: Assessment procedures - Your grant 

application will be assessed and a decision

made.

Step 5: Accepting the grant offer - If successful,

you will receive a grant offer letter with 

conditions. 

Step 6: Commencing work on site - You must

start the work within six months of the grant

offer.

Step 7: Claiming your grant - Following approval

of the works you will pay the contractor, and

then the grant will be paid based on the grant

offer.

Area included in the Long Eaton Townscape Heritage Initiative
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One of the first phases of the Long Eaton

Townscape Heritage Initiative has been 

successfully completed: Lime Grove and

Lime Terrace have been restored to their

former Victorian glory with work that

includes renovations to road surfaces, 

pavements and kerbs.

The areas of Lime Grove and Lime Terrace

form a main gateway into the town’s West

Park and adjoining cemetery. The tree lined

avenue provides a distinctive and historically

grand approach to the cemetery. The 

completed project included work to:

• Reinstate the original granite drainage 

setts, after previously being obscured 

by tarmac.

• Repair of the traditional blue brick 

surfacing to the footpath fronting the 

cemetery.

• The reinstatement of limestone kerbs 

to Lime Terrace footpaths, which had 

previously been patched with 

concrete kerbs.

• The roads and footpaths have been 

surface dressed to reinstate the 

original appearance of light coloured 

aggregate. The resurfacing in the light 

buff coloured stone has provided local 

distinctiveness for the important tree 

lined avenue which leads to the 

town’s cemetery and park, creating a 

clear route visually from Derby Road.

What has been done so far?

Reinstatement of shopfronts

There are a number of projects in development by

local businesses that wish to reinstate a 

traditional shopfront to their property. The projects

will have a major impact on the appearance of the

town centre, and it is hoped that the regeneration

of the town centre through repair and

reinstatement grants will have a positive impact

on the local economy.

Grants are available to local businesses to 

reinstate traditional features such as shopfronts.

The grant available is up to 67% of the cost of

work, including the architect’s and planning 

application fees. For further information, complete

the Expression of Interest on the back page and

send to Long Eaton Town Hall.

Market Place

The next major Public Realm project to be 

delivered through the Long Eaton Townscape

Heritage Initiative is the Market Place 

environmental improvement scheme. This project

aims to re-establish the economic heart of the

town, principally through the relocation of the

market and the establishment of a central event

space. This will breathe energy and life back into

the town centre supporting local business, 

providing a social space for the local community

and  re-establishing the historic market area.

The refurbishment of the Market Place will 

provide additional space for market traders to

trade. It is anticipated that by removing clutter,

implementing a more efficient pitch layout on the

Market Place, and providing a power supply, the

number of pitches will be increased. The power

supply will provide new opportunities for the 

Market Place to host new events and markets,

particularly pitches selling chilled food such as

farmers’ markets.

The increased area of open space will allow

events to be held to attract people into the town

centre. The more attractive Market Place will 

improve the image and attractiveness of the town

centre. During consultation with the public in 

October 2009 the following responses were 

provided: 

• 78% of respondents thought the existing 

Market Place was below average for 

cleanliness 

• 69% of respondents thought the existing 

Market Place was below average for 

interest

• 68% of respondents thought the existing 

Market Place to be ‘unpleasant’ 

• 90% of respondents thought the existing 

Market Place gave the town an 

appearance of being ‘poor’

The environmental improvements will continue

the paving theme started on Waverley Street.

Green granite drainage channels and silver 

granite paving will continue from Union Street into

the Market Place, which itself will be paved in

British Yorkstone setts, edged with green granite.

The layout of the Market Place will be simplified,

allowing for the space to be accessed by a range

of users. The four trees lining Tamworth Street

will remain, with new seating at their base, facing

into the Market Place.

The Market Place will be lit with a feature lamp

column in the centre, which will be surrounded by

green granite seating. A new notice board will be

located near to the relocated telephone box, with

seating adjacent to it. Sustainability has been

considered in the design, and cycle racks will be

conveniently located adjacent to Tamworth Road.

Two new recycling units will also be located on

the Market Place, to compliment Erewash 

Borough Council’s recycling strategy. All the

street furniture will be simple in design, and

painted black for a consistent theme in the focal

point of the town.
